Keep a journal this summer. Make 5 first
person journal entries about something
fun you did over your summer break.
Each entry should be 4 or more
sentences.

Sequencing:

Create a comic strip of events from
a book in sequence.

Solar Oven:

Build a simple solar oven using a
pizza box, aluminum foil, plastic
wrap, and black paper. Then, they
test it by making s'mores using the
sun’s energy.

Measurement and Data-
Create a daily schedule that shows what a

regular day over the summer looks like. Start
with the time you wake up and list at least 10
events you complete during the day. End with
the time you go to bed. Use a table or timeline
to organize your schedule neatly including the
time spent on each event. Then, create a bar
graph that shows how much time you spend
in each category: learning, playing, resting,
eating, chores

Adventure:

Write a 4 paragraph fictional story
about a kid who goes on an epic
adventure.

Create a Book:

Create an alternate book cover and
summary (5 or more sentences)for
a book from the summer reading
list.

Explore your world:
Explore a local park or backyard and

record different plants, insects,
birds, or animals they observe. Then
draw or take pictures, then research
and classify what they found. Talk
about habitats, food chains, and
why biodiversity is important for
healthy ecosystems.

Operations and Algebraic Thinking:
Create 4 story problems that can be
solved using addition/subtraction, 4
that can be solved with multiplication/
division and 2 multi-step problems.
Please create a worksheet and a

separate answer key showing how to
solve the problems.

New Ending:

Write an alternative ending (5 or
more sentences) for a book of their
choice. Illustrate your new ending.

Numbers and Operations/Base 10-
Using the number in your street address,
create a poster that represents the
number in the following forms:

standard form, word form, expanded
form, base ten model. Also write if your
number is even or odd and write the

number rounded to the nearest ten,
hundred and thousand.

Timeline:

Create a timeline of events from a
nonfiction book of their choosing. (8
events or more)
